INSTALL BASE FLANGE

1 Clean wall surface. Place the Base Flange onto the Valve while orienting as shown below. Align 
mounting holes of the Base Flange to the corresponding threaded holes in the Valve, and secure 
with supplied screws.

SELECT SPLINE ADAPTER

2 There are two Spline Adapters included to allow for both Shallow Mount or Deep Mount applications. 
Please select the Spline Adapter appropriate for your installation.
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TEST FIT SPLINE ADAPTER

Confirm Valve is in the “OFF” position. Place appropriate Spline Adapter onto Spindle of Valve, 
while making sure to orient the Spline Adapter so that one set of Splines are perfectly vertical 
when installed. See image below for reference.
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7/8”- 1 3/4”

VERIFY SPLINE ADAPTER SELECTION

When installed correctly, the Spline Adapter should extend beyond the threaded portion of the 
Base Flange in-between 7/8” - 1 3/4”. Measure as shown below. If your installation does not fall 
within this range, try swapping Spline Adapters. Secure into position with the supplied Screw. 
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* VIEW FROM BACK OF WALL PLATE

INSTALL WALL PLATE

Install Wall Plate over Base Flange. Be sure to properly align Wall Plate as shown below. If your 
model has a Diverter, ensure the Diverter Stem of the Valve (A) is perfectly vertical. Align the 
Diverter Stem of the Valve (A) to the Diverter Handle assembly on the Wall Plate (B). Diverter 
Handle should point upwards when installed. 
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INSTALL VALVE HANDLE

This product has the capability of becoming a two-tone product. To change out the Sleeve, unthread the Sleeve 
from the Handle Assembly (C). Replace the Sleeve with an Optional Sleeve of a different finish (sold separately). 

Align Handle Assembly with Spline Adapter as shown below. Keep Handle (A) in a stationary 
vertical position as you install over the Spline Adapter. While keeping the Handle (A) in a stationary 
vertical position, thread Handle Hub (B) onto the Base Flange. Hand tighten into final position.
